2. Minimum number of references: 15, 
3. Page number: top of page on the right, 
4. Maximum number of tables and figures: 5, and
5. Tables and figures may also be used within the A4 page limit.  
The following should be included in the manuscript:  
Abstract: 
As per the ICPRP 2024 abstract guideline, the word limit for the abstract is 200 up to 250 words. The abstract should include background, methods, results, and conclusion. The abstract should be clear, descriptive, and self-explanatory. The abstract should briefly state the problem or aim of the research, indicate the theoretical or experimental plan used, report the major findings, and highlight the conclusions.

Introduction
State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results.

Material and methods
Provide sufficient details to allow the work to be reproduced by an independent researcher. Methods that are already published should be summarized and indicated by a reference. If quoting directly from a previously published method, use quotation marks and cite the source. Any modifications to existing methods should also be described.

Results
Results should be clear and concise.

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Discussion
This should explore the significance of the results of the work, not repeat them. A combined Results and Discussion section is often appropriate. Avoid extensive citations and discussions of published literature.

Conclusion
[bookmark: _heading=h.30j0zll]Conclusions should state concisely the most important propositions of the paper as well as the author’s views of the practical implications of the results.
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Follow the information below. 
[1] The references and the list of references at the end of the paper should be written in alphabetical order according to the last name of the first-named author. 
[2] For a book: author(s), (year), book title, page or chapter numbers, publisher, city.
[3] For a journal paper: author(s), (year), paper title (in quotes), journal name, volume and issue numbers, page numbers (inclusive), DOI number (if available). 
[4] For a proceedings paper or chapter in an edited book: author(s), (year), paper or chapter title (in quotes), volume title, editor(s), volume number (if applicable), publisher, city, page numbers (inclusive).
[5] For website: author(s) or institution, year, title, Available at: (website address), Accessed: (date month year))
[6] In the case of two citations, the numbers should be separated by a comma [1,2]. In the case of more than two references, the numbers should be separated by a dash [3-7].
[7] List all authors: if the number is 4 or more, list the first 3 names followed by et al.
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
